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The Arena AufSchalke

Gelsenkirchen will welcome World Cup spectators to one of the most modern
arenas in the world. Even FIFA President Sepp Blatter was enthused by the
Arena when he said “This is a stadium such as the world has never seen before.”

The home of FC Schalke 04 will provide more than 53,000 seats for the World
Cup, including exclusive boxes and comfortable business-class seats. Technical
highlights of special distinction include the sliding roof that can change the
arena into an indoor stadium within 30 minutes, a movable playing surface
and the outsized video cube. Furthermore, it is not only professional footballers
who need be impressed by the multi-functional aspects of the Euro 191 million
arena. Star acts like Robbie Williams, U2 and Herbert Gronemeyer have thrilled
spectators there, as have opera performances, concerts, American-football and
handball games and the biathlon World Team Challenge.

This temple of foothall also has space set aside for peaceful moments. Its non-
denominational Arena chapel can be used for weddings or christenings.
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Even if you have not managed to get one of the prized tickets for the stadium,
you can still enjoy the football fever in Gelsenkirchen itself. Throughout the
32 days of the World Cup tournament, the games will be shown on a giant
video screen in the Gliickaufkampfbahn stadium. Local football fans still
associate the old stadium with the club's last championship triumphin 1958.
1958. From 1928 to 1973, the Gliickaufkampfbahn was the home of the Schalke
team. Its atmosphere is legendary. Even though its capacity wasoriginally only
35,000, up to 70,000 spectators used to cheer on the Royal Blues, some of
them within feet of the goalposts.

For the 2006 FIFA World Cup™, the nostalgic location will also show some of
Schalke's greatest triumphs. During FIFA's official Fan Festival, it will represent
the town's second venue, where a huge and varied fringe programme will be
taking place — for no admission fee whatsoever.

Devotees
of theatre, ballet and opera are catered for by the Musiktheater im Revier
(MiR). There is an outstanding choice of places to go to. Nowhere in Europe
will you find so-many theatres and museums in such a small area as the Ruhr
Valley between Duisburg and Hamm.

Football fans can catch their breath for the next game:in a host of restful
locations and open-air parks. There are green areas of all kinds beyond the
bounds on the football field. A third of the area covered by the conurbation
consists of parkland, woods and fields, such as the park at Schloss Berge, the
former Garden Festival site at the Nordsternpark, the Nienhausen nature park
or woodland like the Resser Mark. You can even get to know the animals of
Africa, Asia and Alaska at the “Erlebniswelt Zoom” zoo.
